The Women’s Development Project

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The women’s Centre was going to be the base for developing Ngali Ngalim Purru, the Centre had been locked up for several years, not used. considerable effort went into cleaning up the Centre and reclaiming it.


Reclaiming women’s assets
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Reclaiming women’s assets – the old hairdressing salon was reclaimed by the women through a successful submission to their Community Council. The women needed this building for business purposes and to engage with the men, as the women’s centre was off limits to men and the women wanted to create opportunities for the men of the community also.


Quotes from Builder to upgrade women'’s buildings
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First tasks were to find funding or support to renovate and clean up the two buildings that were greatly deteriorated.


Planning - Cultural Bush Garden
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Planning a cultural garden for the women to use for educating the kids and visitors, around the two women’s resources (buildings).
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
